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   Our show theme "Cowboy Joe" may pre-
sent some challenges musically and for 
some visually.  I'm one of those city-
dwellers whose knowledge of horses and 
horsepower is limited to the four wheeled 
kind that had those horses hidden under the 
hood of an automobile.  Yes, I even helped 
assemble some of those when I financed 
my college education by doing my duty on 
the assembly line watching those horse 
powered vehicles pass by - 50 each hour. 

    So here I am trying to look like and act 
like an old cowhand.  It's hard to do.  My 
efforts have to be very elementary, so I 
went to the children's section of the library 
to become educated to this process.  Ah, 
yes, there was this thin, simply written book 
titled The Cowboys' Handbook by Tod 
Cody .  This Tod was even descended from 
William F. Cody. (Buffalo Bill). 

   For a youngster who aspires to be a cow-
boy he must look like one.  Here's what he 
had to say about some of the attire that 
cowboys wear:  A cowboy's clothes and 
equipment had to be hard-wearing.  Most 
wore the same things for months.  Mud-
caked and smelly, these clothes were often 
burned at the end of the journey.  What do 
you wear when you're riding the range?  

Here's Tod's commentary:  The hat.  Early 
Texas cowboys favored high-crown hats whose 
wide brim served as a sunshade and an um-
brella.  The low-crowned were ideal for windy 
regions.  A cowboy's hat sometimes served as 
a water bucket.  It could also be used to signal 
to other cowboys, beat trail dust off your clothes 
and to hold food for your horse.  A true cowboy 
wears his hat when he's sleeping.  Cowboys 
shirts are usually made of heavy flannel cloth-
ideal because it is hard wearing, doesn't show 
the dirt and soaks up sweat.   

   Cowboys originally refused to wear jeans be-
cause they were worn by miners and farm la-
borers.  Trousers made of thick woolen material 
are more comfortable to wear on horseback.  
Chaps are more than decorative.  These thick 
leather leg coverings protect your legs from 
cow horns, rope burns, scrapes and scratches.  
The pointed toes and high heals of boots are 
designed for riding, not for walking.  Pointed 
toes let the boot slide easily into the stirrup and 
slip free if the cowboy is thrown from his horse. 
The bandana can be used as a filter in a dust 
storm or soaked in water, rolled up into a wad, 
placed under the hat to keep cool during a hot 
spell.  Whether you bring out your Bonanza 
episodes or flip through pages of cowboy lore, 
you and I will find many ways to just look like a 
cowboy.

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   The Singing valentines activity for 2010 was high-
lighted by, if you can believe it, an over-abundance of 
available quartets. Three of our chapters newest quar-
tets,  Terry and the Gray Beards, Sugar Daddies and 
Three Hoots and a Holler did yeoman service in deliv-
ering their fair share of singing valentines. Of note, 
Terry and the Gray Beards were involved in selling an 
impressive amount of valentines in the area from Axtell 
to Seneca on Hiway 36. The income from this market 
area was very helpful toward the overall success of the 
effort. 

    Of the registered quartets in the Chorus, only Men 
of a Chord remained pure in its composition (snicker, 
snicker). Charades, Late Night Edition  and Manhat-
tan Music Machine and Apple Core-tet all relied on 
substitutions in their regular lineups in order to field a 
quartet.  

   Overall, the quartets and their presenters were quite 
effective in delivering the singing valentines. The pre-
senters were resourceful, diligent, creative and tena-
cious in their pursuits of recipients of the singing valen-
tines. Out of over one hundred requests, there was 
only one undelivered valentine and that was because 
the intended recipient was not present and could not 
be located. 

    From the business standpoint, this years receipts 
will be down by a factor of about 5% due mainly to 
fewer requests than last year and some increase in 
expenses. This year showed an increase in the num-
ber of on-line orders and the percentage of orders that 
were paid using Paypal. Only one unpaid request re-
mains to be collected and the folks at Manhattan Data 
Systems are still working to close the account. There 
are still some expenses that have not been paid so a 
final figure is unavailable at this time but the net re-
ceipts for this year should be in the $3600-3800 range. 
It is hard to assess the financial impact of the sagging 
economy and having Valentine’s day fall on Sunday. 
Next year the holiday is on Monday. Maybe that will 
help to produce an increase in orders. 

Singing Valentines 2010

   The Spring Convention of the Central States District 
(CSD) is just around the corner – a time when you can 
enjoy good barbershop harmony and performances.  At 
the spring convention in Sioux City, Iowa, the quartets 
compete to qualify for the International Convention in 
Philadelphia this summer.  Also, the collegiate quartets 
compete to qualify for the Collegiate quartet contest at 
the International Convention.  At the CSD convention, 
small chapter choruses will compete for district champi-
onship and placing.  

   This all will occur the last weekend of April, the 22nd 
through the 25th, in Sioux City, Iowa.  The semifinal 
quartet contest is Friday evening the 23rd at 7 p.m. in the 
Orpheum Theater and the finals are Saturday evening 
at 7:30 p.m. on the 24th.  The Collegiate quartet contest 
is also Saturday evening. 

    The chorus contest is 10 a.m. on Saturday morning, 
also at the Orpheum Theater.  In the afternoon on Sat-
urday there will be a new, first first-time-ever, separate 
chorus contest to allow chapters that don't normally par-
ticipate in the spring convention to be a part of the fun – 
Audience Favorite Jamboree .   

    That means if a chapter chorus is smaller than the 
dozen singers required in the regular contest, which will 
be scored as usual by a double panel of Society judges, 
these men can sing just-for-fun.  Chapters can combine 
with another small chapter and put together a VLQ (very 
large quartet) of 12 or 15 (or 20 or 30) singers.   Patri-
otic and religious songs may be sung in the Jamboree.  
Tentatively, the audience will pick the most entertaining 
small group, most entertaining large group, most un-
usual act, most entertaining song, maybe a worst 
gag...the floor is still open for nominations. But all will be 
done by audience vote. 

    Registration can be accomplished in two ways:  CSD 
website under the Convention tab - 
https://www.centralstatesdistrict.com or by mail copying 
the form from the CSD website or from the February 
Serenade issue.  There is an early bird discount of 
$5.00 if registration is before April 1. The discounted 
registration is $43.  All students less than the age of 26 
are ½ the regular price.  Early discount for students is ½ 
the regular discount.  Early discount ends on April 1, 
2010.  Hotel reservations can also be made via the CSD 
website.  The hotel is the Clarion.  Deadline to submit 
hotel registration is March 22, 2010. �  

A time to enjoy some good 
 barbershop singing

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   The singing and performing of Barbershop Harmony at 
the Midwinter Convention of BHS in Tampa was experi-
enced by over 1500, the largest Midwinter ever. There 
were 27 senior quartets competing, including CSD quar-
tet High Mileage .  Eleven youth choruses were in the 
youth festival.   The Show of Champions on Friday and 
Saturday nights included performances by Senior Quar-
tet Champions, Collegiate Quartet Champions, the 
Toast of Tampa  (1993 Sweet Adelines International 
Champion chorus), and all of the medalist quartets from 
the 2009 International Convention.  

   And 352 young men in 11 choruses performed and 
competed Saturday, January 30 in the youth festival.  
The choruses were from Seneca Land District, two from 
Florida, Alaska (EVG District), Georgia, Mid-Atlantic Dis-
trict, Sunshine District, Albuquerque, Canada from the 
LOL-ONT-EVG Districts, Atlanta, Savannah, GA, and 
Denver.  The size of the choruses ranged from 12 (the 
minimum) to 53.  Most were in the range of 20 – 30 
members. 

    The festival is open to choruses with young men who 
are 30 years of age or younger.  There are three pla-
teaus based on the average age of the chorus mem-
bers. “Plateau A” is for choruses with an average age of 
less than 19 years.  “Plateau AA” is for choruses with an 
average age of less than 22 years, and not less than 19 
years.  “Plateau AAA” is for choruses with an average 
age of less than 25 years, and not less than 22 years.   

    Each chorus performed two contestable barbershop 
songs and a third one from any genre, as long as it is 
performed a cappella.  The choruses were evaluated 
two ways: ratings and the barbershop ranking.  Six of 
the choruses were rated Excellent and five were Supe-
rior.  The barbershop average score for the top four was 
between 80.1% and 83.5%.  The Grand Champion cho-
rus was 52eighty  from Denver (Plateau AA) directed by 
Chris Vaughn  and Matt Swann .  

    The Harmony Foundation International  is a major 
financial supporter of the Youth Festival.  The Founda-
tion underwrites each youth’s convention registration 
fee, the hotel cost for two days and one group meal.  
The $3,000 that the Manhattan chapter gave to the Har-
mony Foundation last December would be enough to 
cover the Foundation’s support for six youth in a chorus 
or ½ of the minimum-sized chorus. 

 Will you have a chance to attend next year’s Midwinter 
Convention?  By all means – GO!!!   The youth choruses 
make the Convention.   It will be in Las Vegas January 
25 – 30, 2011. �  

A Midwinter Convention to 
remember!

   Many of us consider Barbershopping a way of life 
rather than it being simply a hobby.  The quality of peo-
ple who enjoy our association is witness to why so 
many guys continue to enjoy this fellowship and cama-
raderie.  A recent story told by a 90-yr-old during our 
Singing Valentines presentations lends support to 
knowing that barbershoppers are true "quality people" 
in all aspects of their daily living. 

   Merrel Werts of Junction City met us at the door 
when we delivering a Singing Valentine ordered by 
Paula , his #2 Daughter-in-law, who lives in Kansas 
City.

   Merrel  is a decorated veteran of World War II, and 
his wounds are the cause of his having to use a cane.  
However he doesn't blame the war, but simply says, "I 
don't get around very well since the war!".  In visiting 
with Merrel , we discovered an interesting fact about 
his neighbor across the street, who is none other than 
our chapter's Gary Drake . 

   Merrel  related that he's known the Drakes  for some 
12-15 years, ever since they moved in across the 
street.
